All the Heads of the Departments are hereby advised to inform the eligible students of their concerned departments that online 

applications are invited from the students belonging to below mentioned categories within the state of Jammu & Kashmir in 

Government / Government recognized educational Institutions undergoing Diploma, Graduation/ Post Graduation level 

courses like M.Phil, Ph.D & Professional / Technical Degree Courses at under Graduate and Post Graduate levels. On-Line 

implementation will be done through state portal under URL: https://jk.gov.in/jkeservices. Only online applications under 

these schemes will be accepted and no request for offline applications will be entertained: 

1. Other Backward classes , (OBC) 

2. Economically Backward Class (EBC) 

3. Physically Challenged students (PCP) 

4. Scheduled Caste (SC) 

5. Denotified Nomadic & semi nomadic tribes (DNT) 

Instructions for the students for applying the scholarship: 

1. While applying for the scholarship the student has to upload the scan photo (jpg image) of size less than 20 kb before 

registration. 

2. Please note the user ID and the password entered by the applicant during registration for login and availing the 

service. 

3. Please select the role type citizen while entered login credentials by the applicant. 

4. Please, note the citizen ID after successful registration as it will be required at the time of availing the service. 

5. After the login the student has to click on the e-services tab in the left menu and thereafter click on the social welfare 

and under social welfare, click on Post- Matric scholarship. 

The following documents in original shall be uploaded / and the photocopy of the same needs to be attached with 

the hard copy of the downloaded on-line application form: 

1. One recent pass port size photograph. 

2. Permanent Residence Certificate (State subject certificate). 

3.  Fee receipts. 

4. Duly attested promotion certificate, in case student has passed the previous examination. 

5. Hosteller Certificate issued by the Institution. 

6. Income certificate.  

 Parents / Guardians current income certificate, in original from the concerned Tehsildar (In case of students whose 

parents /guardians are not Government employees). In case of wards of Government employees, latest salary 

certificate issued by the concerned Drawing and Disbursing Officer. (Income certificate with cutting/ mutation 

will lead to rejection of the Application forms) 

7. Valid category certificate (OBC, SC, DNT) from the competent authority. 

8. For economically backward classes (EBC) only those students who do not belong to any category can apply (other than 

categories). 

9. Disability certificate (Indicating 40% and above disability) in case of Physically students (PCP) 

 

10. Aadhaar card (Optional)
